   Why not find ways to 

incorporate your dog into 

your summer fun? After all, 

dogs are wonderful outside 

companions not only for 

individuals, but for the entire 

family. Read below for some 

summer fun tips.  

   Hide and Seek. A good, 

old fashioned game of hide 

and seek is always fun. 

Whether you're in your 

backyard or in a national 

park, hide and seek 

stimulates your dog, giving 

him a chance to exercise his 

mental and scenting 

abilities. Put your dog in a 

sit/stay position, run off and 

find a hiding space, then call 

him so he can find you. You 

can play inside as wellðyou 

know those rainy days when 

your dog is so happy you're 

home with him. And if you 

want to keep it simple, you 

can always go with a good 

old game of tagðdog tag, if 

you will.  

   Agility. Agility has become 

an American dog eventð

somewhat like soccer is to 

Europe and baseball is to 

America. Dog owners travel 

from agility event to agility 

event out of love for this 

sport that stimulates the 

body and the mind. A 

handler is given a set 

amount of time to direct a 

dog through an obstacle 

course that includes hoops, 

tunnels and jumps. Agility 

can be set up in your own 

home. Lay a broom handle 

on flower pots and let your 

dog jump over the handle. 

Hang an old tire from a thick 

tree limb and teach your dog 

how to run through it. To 

find out more about agility, 

call a local trainer, search on 

the web or buy a DVD. Train 

your dog to be an agility 

champion and don't forget 

healthy rewards.  

   Swimming. Invite your dog 

on your next swimming trip. 

Dogs will swim in any body 

of waterðponds, oceans, 

puddles even! Another 

alternative is to put a child's 

pool in your backyard. 

Regardless of what body of 

water you choose, dogs are 

lovers of water.  

   Enjoy the great outdoors. 

Let your dog accompany you 

hiking, horseback riding or 

bicycling. In the case with 

horseback riding and biking, 

a leash can be a disaster so 

we prefer you let your dog 

loose in those cases, 

providing he or she is well 

trained and will not stray. A 

simple walk on the beach is 

excellent for your pet's 

tendons, ligaments and leg 

muscles. Just be sure your 

dog is wearing a current ID.  

   Go for a ride. Dogs just 

love being in the car. If 

you're running a quick errand 

like putting letters in a post 

box, picking up the dry 

cleaning at a drive through 

window, or picking your child 

up from summer camp, let 

him come along for the ride. 

Never leave your dog in the 

car alone even for a few 

minutes.  

   Teach something new. 

Even well-trained dogs can 

learn something new. Why 

not involve the family in a 

summer learning project with 

your pet?. The first step is 

educating yourself before you 

attempt to educate your pet.

We as dog owners must take 

the blame when our dogs 

chew inappropriate items. 

They donôt know the 

difference between designer 

shoes and cell phones, 

versus their own toys. 

Chewing is a natural 

behavior for dogs. It is 

unfair to blame a dog for 

behavior that is innate! 

Puppies are like babies- 

everything goes in their 

mouths. Some breeds like 

retrievers are more oral in 

nature. Chewing may also 

be calming to others. Dogs 

that are left alone too long 

may be bored enough to 

chew on anything they can 

find. Likewise, dogs that 

have pent up energy may 

find it necessary to create 

their own type of fun in your 

home. 

Ground rules are very important.  

Therefore, you need to limit your 

dogôs opportunities to make 

mistakes. Begin by following your 

dog everywhere he goes in your 

home with a good chew toy in 

hand. When he begins to mouth 

something inappropriate, you 

need to re-direct him to the chew 

toy and praise him. Repeat until 

your dog seeks out chew toys. 

Make sure you keep plenty of 

toys on the floor in every room 

that your dog is allowed. If you 

canôt watch him, confine him 

safely and give him a few chew 

toys. Anytime he chooses one of 

his toys, praise him.  If he 

chooses something inappropriate, 

re-direct him to something he is 

allowed to chew on. 

Donôt expect perfection right 

away. Chewing can go on for 

years. It is your job not to 

scold him, but to teach him 

what he is allowed to chew on. 

Check with your vet to see 

what is appropriate for your 

dogôs age, breed and chewing 

tendencies.  Suggestions might 

be, bones, rawhides, rubber 

kongs (stuffed with treats), 

rope toys and nylabones. 

Last but not least, a tired dog 

is a good dog. Keeping your 

dog exercised is key to a good 

balanced dog.

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Heartworm Disease in Dogs & CATS 
   

 
   

 
   

Dog owners are more knowledgeable about 
Heartworm Disease than any other problem 
that affects their dog.  Did you know that 
heartworm disease also affects cats and 
can be far more serious to our feline 
friends? In this article I will attempt to 
educate you about the facts of 21st century 
heartworm disease in both dogs and cats. 
Heartworm disease has been a recognized 
condition in dogs since the late 1800ôs. At 
that time no one knew how a dog acquired 
the heart parasite or how to prevent or 
treat the condition. As recently as 1968 it 
was thought that heartworm was only a 
problem in dogs living in the south. An 
article published in the Journal of the 
American Veterinary Medical Association 
reported finding significant positive 
heartworm dogs in NW Ohio. Actually, the 
study was done on dogs in the Wood 
County Humane Society. At that time 
veterinarians began the nation wide testing 
and educating of dog owners about 
heartworm disease. Our education efforts 
have proven to be one of the most 
successful efforts the profession has 
accomplished. There are very few dog 
owners that have never heard of 
heartworm disease. In the early years of 
heartworm we recommended a daily pill 
that prevented maturation of the mosquito 
transmitted microfilaria larva. It was well 
known that a heartworm positive dog could 
react fatally if put on daily medication with 
out a test. Spring became heartworm 
testing season so dogs could begin taking 
their Filaribits. If a dog was positive it was 
treated with IV injections of Arsenic. For 
the last 15-20 years, I donôt remember 
exactly, the daily medication has been 
replaced by monthly medications. These 
monthly products do not stay in the body 
for a month. The monthly medication 
affects a different stage of the maturing 
heartworm that lives in the effected dogs 
body for up to six weeks. The monthly 
medication works backwards to the 
previous monthôs exposure. The monthly 
medication also eliminates the circulating 
baby microfilaria that the adult female 
worm releases into the circulation. Because 
of this effect it was necessary to develop a 
new test called an Occult heartworm test. 
This is now the standard of testing in the 
profession. Heartworm treatment has 
progressed to a new arsenic product called 

Immiticide which is safer and is given in a 
back muscle.  It is safe and recommended 
that heartworm positive dogs start the once a 
month preventive while they are being 
treated. This prevents the dog from being a 
carrier. For a dog to become heartworm 
infested it must be bitten by a carrier 
mosquito. Most recently monthly heartworm 
medications are also combined with internal 
parasite protection. This combination is now 
the recommendation of the CDC and CAP-C 
(companion animal parasite council). The 
monthly medication is recommended to be 
given year round. Many of you might have 
heard about a six-month duration injection. I 
do not recommend this product and feel that 
no dog should ever be given this shot.  
Heartworm disease in cats is a newer finding. 
Studies that have been done show over 30% 
of the positively tested cats have never gone 
outside. We have all battled that pesky 
mosquito that buzzes around our head s 
when we are trying to fall asleep. Feline 
heartworm disease can be fatal with only 1-2 
worms in the heart. There is no safe or 
effective treatment. Because the disease 
cannot be treated, routine testing of cats is 
not currently recommended. Signs of the 
disease in cats can include: respiratory 
difficulty, coughing, vomiting and sudden 
unexplained death. Last year a cat was found 
dead in Delta, Ohio that on necropsy showed 
a few heartworms in the catôs heart. 
Prevention is the key. We recommend 
monthly products like Heartgard or Revolution 
for cats. We feel every cat should be on 
monthly preventive from April through 
December.  
Heartworm disease is a serious health hazard 
to dogs and cats living in NW Ohio. All pets 
should be on monthly preventive. There are 
lots of places to buy these products on line. 
Sometimes the price is cheaper. Supporting 
your local economy and your veterinarian is 
far more important than buying a product on-
line to save a few dollars. The on-line 
pharmacies are not authorized distributors of 
any of the veterinary heartworm preventives. 
Therefore, any guarantees or rebates are not 
available to those that buy on line. Sale of 
heartworm medications helps your 
veterinarian to provide you with the care and 
have the equipment necessary to help your 
pets. Donôt be penny wise and pound foolish, 
buy from the Vet, not from the internet.

Dog poop is a natural fertilizer 
and good for the ground, 

right? Wrong! Although fecal 
matter is a main component 
of many fertilizers, it's been 
carefully composted and 

cured into a useable product.  

Raw dog poop, if you'll forgive 
the description, carries quite a 

few toxic organisms that can 
be left behind in. Let's take a 
look at the short list.  
 

Dog poop contains:  

- E.coli: This potent bacterium 
can cause infections of the 

ears, eyes, throat and 
gastrointestinal system.  

- Campylobacter: This is 
another nasty bacterium that 
can cause severe diarrhea in 
humans.  

- Streptococcus: This 
bacterium has the ability to 
cause systemic infections that 
can be fatal.  

 
- Salmonella: These bacteria 
can cause muscle pain, 
headaches, fever, diarrhea, 
vomiting and dehydration.  

 
As if that isn't enough to 
cause some major concerns, 

dog poop often contains some 

nasty parasites left behind in 
the ground to await their next 
host.  

These include:  Roundworms, 
Tapeworms,  Pin worms  

As you've probably surmised 
by now, far more bad than 
good is done to the 

environment when dog waste 
is left to breakdown on its 
own. That's why all dog 
owners need reliable dog 
poop scoopers.  

Dog poop scoopers are a fact 
of life for pet owners. If you 

have dogs, you have poo, so 

what else are you going to 
do? Treat yourself to the best 
model you can afford and get 
busy scooping..

    Ingredients: 
 
- 32 ounces of vanilla 
      or plain yogurt. 
 
- 1 mashed banana. 
 
- 2 T. peanut butter. 
 
- 2 T. honey. 

 

 

Blend ingredients in a blender or food processor until creamy and smooth. 
Place the mixed ingredients into paper cups and freeze them until solid.  

The ingredients are all natural and kind to my digestive system. Most dogs 
love the taste of peanut butter which makes this a real hit (especially with 
the ladies, if you know what I mean). You can substitute this basic recipe 
by changing the flavoring such as using apple or pear instead of banana or 
molasses in place of the honey. Avoid using chocolate in your ice cream 
recipe since certain forms of chocolate can be toxic to dogs.
